Young Adult Advisory Delegates (YAAD)

The 218th General Assembly (2008) voted to change the name of Youth Advisory Delegates to Young Adult Advisory Delegates.
Standing Rule B.2.d provides:

Each presbytery shall appoint an active member of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), who shall be between the ages of seventeen and twenty three years on the date the General Assembly convenes, to be a Young Adult Advisory Delegate.

Persons are able and willing to attend the entire Assembly in Pittsburgh.

YAADs will be between the ages of 17 and 23 by June 30, 2012.

If the young adult advisory delegate will be under the age of 18 on July 1, a Permission/Medical Authorization form must be completed and notarized by young person’s parent/guardian, and returned to the OGA before the minor youth can be registered. This form will be available to be downloaded at this web site.

Please review additional information from the OGA on the selection and orientation of Young Adult Advisory Delegates.

On-Line Reporting of Commissioners and Young Adult Advisory Delegates

As in past years, the Office of the General Assembly will have an on-line process for reporting the names of commissioners and YAADs. This will open by early December; presbytery stated clerks will be notified by email when this application is open. It will be accessible from the Stated Clerks File Cabinet.

Stated clerks who cannot complete this process on-line may submit the names and other information on a form available from the G.A. Meeting Service (linda.spence@pcusa.org).

Collecting the Information

As you prepare for the election of the presbytery’s commissioners and advisory delegate, please plan ahead for gathering all the information that we ask you to provide when you submit their names to the OGA:

· Correct, current mailing address (it is especially important to determine the best mailing address for YAADs who may be away at college)

· Phone numbers (day, evening and cell)

· Correct email address

· Racial/ethnic category

· Age (age group for commissioners, actual age for YAADs – see above regarding those under the age of 18)

Those considering serving as a commissioner or YAAD are encouraged to visit pcusa.org/ga219, and especially the section for commissioners and advisory delegates. This includes answers to questions they are likely to have about their role and responsibilities, travel to Minneapolis, lodging, and other logistics.

We suggest that presbytery stated clerks and executives also review this information for commissioners and advisory delegates, so that they can help answer their questions and prepare them for their responsibilities.
