INTERIM EXECUTIVE PRESBYTER REPORT
Rev. Lowell Knauss announced that Rev. Annari Greisel has been elected as a Chaplain to the 219th General Assembly representing the Presbytery of New Brunswick.
Karen Hernandez Granzen announced that the Rev. John Potter and Ms. Mary Potter will be travelling to Tues Puedos Mission along with Elder Alexandra Canales Zereth (Westminster Presbyterian Church) to represent the Presbytery of New Brunswick to witness the first 12th grade graduation class. This mission was started ten years ago; the school has existed for seven years and now has over 600 students. Prayers were requested for this mission endeavor.
PRESBYTERY COUNCIL REPORT

Rev. Nancy Mikoski reported.
After allowing time for questions and discussion, Presbytery voted to endorse the concept of a shared Executive Presbyter with Monmouth Presbytery and empower the Transitional Task Force to work with Monmouth to develop a plan and a draft job description to be brought back to the Presbytery of New Brunswick. 
ENGLISH LANGUAGE SCHOOL REPORT

Ms. Jessica Reeder-Hurst reported.
Jessica Reeder Hurst has a BA in history from the College of William and Mary and an MA TESL from West Chester University. She has taught English in Italy and the United States. Jessica is the director of the English School. The English School provides lost cost, high-quality English language introduction to adults in Mercer County.  The school opened its doors in the fall of 2004 with two classes, 31 students and several dedicated volunteers. By the fall of 2009 the school offered 5 classes and was serving 104 students and 52 volunteers. The school offers classes, tutoring, conversation, social events and Bible study. It serves as an outreach to the community, both English speaking and non-English speaking and is a mission of the Lawrence Road Presbyterian Church.
VALIDATED MINISTRY REPORT
Elder Poppy Orendorf reported.

After allowing time for questions and discussion the Presbytery voted to approve the following policy:
Criteria for the Validation of Ministries for Ministers of the Word 

and Sacrament - Presbytery of New Brunswick

INTRODUCTION

1.0 The entire membership of the church is called to ministry.  The ordination of some members to particular ministries in no way reduces or replaces the call of all members to ministry. (G-6.0101, 6.0102)  Ministry may take a variety of forms (G-6.0104).  But not all of these forms require ordination to the ministry of the Word and Sacrament.  The Presbytery determines whether different ministries are to be validated for ministers of the Word and Sacrament or whether they fall under the wider mission and general ministry of the whole church.  It is for the presbytery to discern whether a particular ministry is a special function requiring ordination to the ministry of the Word and Sacrament or not (G-6.0201).  A judgment that it is not in no way implies that it is not a good and valuable Christian ministry to which any of God’s people may be called.

CRITERIA

2.0
The Presbytery is required to develop written criteria for the validation of ministries within its bounds.  The standards for validated ministries for continuing members are given in G-11.0403.   These foundational standards apply across the denomination.  A validated ministry is required to meet all of these standards.  We repeat them here for emphasis and ready reference:

G-11.0403
Criteria for Ministry of Continuing Members

A presbytery shall determine the ministers of the Word and Sacrament who shall be its continuing members. In making this determination the presbytery shall be guided by written criteria developed by the presbytery for validation of ministries within its bounds.  These criteria shall be based upon the description of the nature of ordained office found in G-6.0100 and G-6.0200 and the following standards:

G-11.0403a.
The ministry of continuing members shall be in demonstrable conformity with the mission of God's people in the world as set forth in Holy Scripture, The Book of Confessions, and the Book of Order of this church.

G-11.0403b.
The ministry shall be one that serves others, aids others, and enables the ministries of others.

G-11.0403c.
The ministry shall give evidence of theologically informed fidelity to God's Word. This will normally require the Master of Divinity degree or its equivalent and the completion of the requirements for ordination set forth in G-14.0482.

G-11.0403d.
The ministry shall be carried on in accountability for its character and conduct to the presbytery and to organizations, agencies, and institutions.

G-11.0403e.
The ministry shall include responsible participation in the deliberations and work of the presbytery and in the worship and service of a congregation.


The criteria developed in this document are a guide for the discernment of how ministries meet these standards for the validation.

2.1 The basic categories of ministries which may be validated are found in G-11.0408 and described in detail in G-11.0409-11.

2.2 The Presbytery of New Brunswick adopts the following criteria for the application of the standards of G-6.0101, 6.0102, 6.0201, 6.0202, 6.0203 and 11.0403.  These relevant sections of the Book of Order should be reviewed whenever decisions must be made about the validation of ministries.
Service to Congregations of this Church

3.1
All pastoral roles identified in G-11.0409 and exercised within a congregation belonging to the Presbytery of New Brunswick shall be considered valid.
Service Outside a Presbyterian Congregation

The principal application of these criteria for discerning fidelity to the standards of G-11.0403 is in discerning the validity of ministries in other service to this church and ministries beyond the jurisdiction of this church.
In Other Service to this Church 

4.0
All ministerial roles identified in G-6.0203 when done in service to a governing body of this church (or agency of such a governing body), or to an organization related to a governing body of this church, or to an organization sponsored by two or more denominations, one of which is the Presbyterian Church (USA), should be presumed to be valid unless there are strong counter-indications.

4.1
Of particular concern in service to organizations is the standard G-11.0403d, the requirement of accountability.  The required annual reporting (G-11.0502a) must address this specifically.

4.2
Of particular concern in service to both organizations and governing bodies is the standard G-11.0403e, the requirement of participation in the life and worship of a congregation.  Organizations and governing bodies are not a substitute for the life of a congregation.  Annual reporting must address this specifically.  The Committee on Ministry must be prepared to supplement self-reporting by checking references in congregations.
In Service Beyond the Jurisdiction of this Church 

5.0
All ministerial roles identified in G-6.0203 when practiced beyond the jurisdiction of this church are candidates for validation, but there is no presumption in their favor.
5.1
Where the church, governing body or organization within which the ministry is to be practiced is part of or related to a denomination with which the Presbyterian Church (USA) is in full communion or correspondence, the standards of G-11.0403a and c may be presumed to be met.  Ministries beyond these boundaries must be examined carefully with respect to this standard.  The Presbytery may choose not to validate such a ministry where it falls beyond the bounds of the Reformed tradition.  The Presbytery may choose not to validate such a ministry in or with a church, denomination, or parachurch organization if it judges that the theology and practice of that organization cannot be reconciled to the Reformed tradition.  In making such judgments the presbytery does not imply that the ministry is not a valid Christian ministry, but only that it is not appropriate for one ordained to the ministry of the Word and Sacrament in the Presbyterian Church (USA).

5.2
Of particular concern in ministries to organizations beyond the jurisdiction of this church is the standard G-11.0403d, the requirement of accountability.  Accountability should always be practiced in a covenanted relationship.  The mandated annual review of such service by COM must address this specifically.  The Committee on Ministry must be prepared to supplement self-reporting by seeking references for the accountability structures in such organizations.

5.3
Of particular concern in ministries to organizations beyond the jurisdiction of this church is the standard G-11.0403e, the requirement of participation in the life and worship of a congregation.  Organizations are not a substitute for the life of a congregation.  Annual reporting must address this specifically.  The Committee on Ministry must be prepared to supplement self-reporting by checking references in congregations.  It will also be a matter of particular concern if the congregation in which a member participates is not part of the Presbyterian Church (USA).

Parish Associate

6.0
While every non-parish minister is encouraged to be identified with a particular congregation by entering into a parish associate relationship, the position of parish associate cannot, by itself, serve as a reason to validate a ministry, or be sufficient to validate a ministry that would not otherwise be validated.
CALL AND PERSON

7.0
A presbytery has the right to determine who shall be a minister member of that body (G-11.0403).  The Committee on Ministry is charged with making a recommendation to Presbytery regarding every call to pastoral ministry or to service other than in a pastoral relationship to a particular church. The judgment that a particular ministry position is a valid exercise of the office of Minister of the Word and Sacrament does not excuse the presbytery in its acts and the Committee on Ministry in its recommendations from exercising the further discernment that a particular member or candidate is called to that ministry.  A member in good standing, or a candidate certified ready to receive a call, and a valid ministry position may, nevertheless, not be suited for one another by reason of pattern of experience, or constellation of talents and skills, or history and character, either personal or institutional or other.  The desire of a minister member or candidate for a position and the willingness of a church, governing body or organization (whether of this church or beyond its jurisdiction) to call that person do not excuse the presbytery in its acts and the Committee on Ministry in its recommendations from discerning the appropriateness of the call for itself.

Elder Barbara Flythe and Rev. Jeff Vamos reported.

HAITI REPORT

Elder Pix Mahler reported.

After serving as a Hunger Action Enabler (HAE) for 14 years in the Presbytery of the Peaks (Virginia), Pix Mahler was appointed partnership facilitator for Haiti. The transition from HAE to partnership facilitator was a natural one. As HAE, Pix promoted and interpreted the Presbytery of the Peaks’ relationship with the Episcopal Diocese of Haiti, the PC(USA)’s partner in the country. She now does the same for all churches and middle governing bodies interested in doing ministry in Haiti. She has brought to her new tasks a deep knowledge and long experience of how the PC(USA) does mission in partnership.

Pix serves God’s mission by nurturing relationships between Presbyterians in the United States and various ministries of the Episcopal Diocese of Haiti. She sees her work as being a channel of communication between the PC(USA) and the Diocese in Haiti.

ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEE REPORT

Rev. D. Paul La Montagne reported.

Upon recommendation from the Administrative Committee, Presbytery voted to approve that Hillsborough Presbyterian Church (1) to be granted permission to use a maximum not to exceed $12,000 of their line of credit collateralized by their manse, (2) require that they be in continued conversation with the Committee on Ministry to conduct a ministry self study. This is a continuation of the April 27, 2010 action of the Administrative Committee meeting that referred this request from the Hillsborough Presbyterian Church to the Committee on Ministry and the Property Committee.  It springs from a request from Hillsborough Presbyterian Church to the use of an existing line of credit that was originally authorized for a Joint Youth Ministry Outreach initiative (action taken June 10, 2008) for salaries and other operating expenses.
HABITAT FOR HUMANITY REPORT

Rev. D. Paul La Montagne reported.

On June 11, 2010 Presbytery voted to postpone the vote to grant permission to the presbytery to transfer the property at 601, 613 and 615 North Clinton, Trenton, New Jersey to Habitat for Humanity in exchange for their bearing of the closing costs and their assumption of the $40,000 grant mortgage upon the property, until the June 8th stated meeting of Presbytery to allow time for the Urban Mission Cabinet (meeting on May 13th) to meet and discuss this request.) 
The motion now came back before the body.

The following information was shared: (1)It is not necessary for Habitat for Humanity to take title of the property in order to receive the grant money, the East Trenton Collaborative and their agent, City Works do not care who actually owns the property so long as whoever owns the property gives them a long-term lease before they  put $150,000 into the property; (2) the property that is going to get the $150,000 is only the office  building at 615 Clinton not the church building or old manse building at 601 and 613 Clinton. The Grant Mortgage only applies to the church property; (3) the Lexington Appraisal Group appraised the properties in their current condition to be worth $200,00-$250,000, Ann LaMott of Segal Appraisal concurred; (4) information from Mr. Tom Clark of City Works indicates: A September decision would not be completely out of the question. We have some planning and budgeting to accomplish. However the need to move the grant money into the project stream is extremely urgent. I would be misstating fact if I did not say that this concept, being under discussion at Habitat for at least a year and as we understood it close to fruition, needs to be finalized. I would hope for a resolution ASAP. The fact that there are costs associated with the pre-development phase, construction drawings/contractor building/engineering review, all make a quick review the best path for the project.  We do need some type of Memorandum of Understanding that we can proceed to spend on pre development with the eventual outcome being a long term agreement. 
Presbytery voted to amend the motion by commissioning the Administrative Committee in consultation with the Urban Mission Cabinet (meeting in July 2010) to determine whether to transfer the property at 601, 613 and 615 North Clinton, Trenton, New Jersey to Habitat for Humanity in exchange for their bearing of the closing costs and their assumption of the $40,000 grant mortgage, or to extend their lease in order that they can continue their working relationship with the East Trenton Collaborative, or to lease the property to the collaborative directly. 
Presbytery voted to commission the Administrative Committee in consultation with the Urban Mission Cabinet to make a decision about whether or not to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with City Works over the property at 615 North Clinton Street to be used by the East Trenton Collaborative and to ask them to consult together soon enough to be able to advise the East Trenton Collaborative of our decision as soon as possible of what that is. The final decision rests with the Administrative Committee and in this particular case, we are asking for the input of the Urban Mission Cabinet.
ANNOUNCEMENTS
